42-44 Carter Lane is a characterful and delightful corner location on the City’s historic 

cobbled streets that have become popular amongst tourists and corporate operators 

alike. Nearby operators include The Ivy, Hawksmoor, Pickwick Coffee Club and the 

Alchemy Café alongside a host of global corporate names.

Located within 500m of Blackfriars, St Paul’s, City Thameslink, Mansion House and 

Bank; Carter Lane is supremely connected to each area of the capital, with national 

and international links available within the immediate proximity. Crossrail operates 

from Farringdon giving seamless connectivity to Heathrow for international flights. Bus 

routes are also widely available within a moments’ walk to offer alternative transport 

around the capital. 

The area is host to an array of tourist attractions centered around the historical 

significance of this particular area of the City including guided tours and more 

impromptu exploration. St Paul’s is within a short walk of the premises and the streets 

offer an abundance of charming and authentic restaurants, pubs and café’s that are 

often seen with crowds outside the front entrance.
